Nearly 10,000 young people under 25 and their families live in low-rent housing managed by the Office
municipal d’habitation de Montréal and spread over 16 boroughs. The Foundation would not be able to
carry out its mission without the support of the many community organizations hosting activities for young
people, often in the very buildings where they live.
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
